Our newest and largest town park, Peach Hill Park, is located in the northeast corner of the town. Its 159 acres contain 3.2 miles of hiking trails, the highest point in town, and beautiful scenic overlooks. Overlooks include views of the Catskills, the Hudson Highlands, and the Shawungunks. 
It is accessible only from Edgewood Drive. Edgewood Drive is off of Salt Point Turnpike across from the Dutchess Racquet Club. ATV use and hunting are not permitted.

Wappinger Greenway Trail
The Wappinger Greenway Trail, 10.7 miles long, connects parks and public spaces along the mouth of the Wappinger Creek in the Town of Poughkeepsie, the Town of Wappinger and the Village of Wappingers Falls. It is a designated section of the Hudson Valley Greenway Trail. Among the areas that it connects are the New Hamburg Park, the Audubon Bird Sanctuary, Bowdoin County Park, and Reese Park.
